All Competitors wishing to enter the British Championships/Competitions MUST hold a vaild licence with their Country of entry as an Amateur OR
Professional.

Amateur/Professional: 16 years of age or over (one competitor must be over 16 years or over)
Over 35 Years: Both to be over 35 years of age on the day of the Competition. Proof of age may be required.

Over 50 Years: Both to be over 50 years of age on the day of the Competition. Proof of age may be required.

Under 19 Years: One competitor must be over 16 and both under 19 years of age on the day of the Competition. Proof of age may be required.

Under 21 Years: One competitor must be over 16 and both under 21 years of age on the day of the Competition. Proof of age may be required.

Formation: Open to teams of amateurs who are entered and coached by a Teacher who is a member of a recognised Association. British Teams MUST
be registered with the British Dance Council. Non British Teams must hold a valid Registration with their Country of entry.

There is an Entry Fee for each couple for each Competition entered, a General Admission ticket to the Ballroom is also required for each dancer for each
day they dance, and all Competitors will defray their own travelling expenses.

Amateur Rising Stars - The Entry Fee only covers the 1st Qualifying Heat/2nd Qualifying Heat on the same day. Should you be re-called to the 1 round
proper then tickets must be purchased for that day, these will be in the form of a discounted admission ticket - Please ensure you collect the discounted
ticket voucher for Sunday, 25" May from the control table once the recall to the Sunday has been announced.

Competitors may enter any event that falls within the stated rules and fits the criteria of the couple.

If any Competitor withdraws from any Competition after entry, immediate notification in writing should be made. Failure to do this renders them
liable to disqualification from entering any future events. There will be no refunds on the Entry Fee/Admission Tickets.

The Management reserve the right to limit the number of entries accepted in any of the competitions.

The decision of the Organiser is to be taken as final.
